Children had additional PE 
sessions facilitated by specialists 
enabling them to acquire skills in 
a range of sports. Due to Covid 
lockdown from Jan 2021 to 
March 2021 many children had 
reduced opportunities for 
physical activity so this provided 
opportunities to improve fitness, 
develop and improve skills and 
increase stamina.
