Appointments will be available to book from 7am on Monday 26th April until midday (12pm) on Tuesday 4th 

May.  After you have made your appointment, you can choose to print or e-mail a confirmation.  

On the day of your appointment, you need to re-login at the portal website address above.  10mins before 

your appointment is due to begin, you will be able to join the video meeting room, where you can wait for 

your appointment(s).
